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President’s Letter:  Covenants and the Bald Head Island Dream

 February begins a new year for the Association 
following our annual meeting on January 30.  It’s a time 
to think about where we’ve been and where we’re going.  
But it’s also time to think about who we are and why we 
exist. 
 Simply put:  we’re the keeper of the Stage One 
Covenants.  Those  Covenants protect the unique nature 
of the Island –  that which drew many of us to Bald 
Head.    
 Some of you may know Bob Marshall.  He 
bought his first property on the Island in 1972.  He’s a 
past president of the Association and one of the nicest 
men you will ever meet.   In 1999 he wrote an article en-
titled “Covenants and the Bald Head Dream.” Here – in 
part – is what he wrote then.  It is equally true today.   In the “old days” of  Bald Head Island’s develop-
ment, property owners received a copy of the covenants as 
part of the sales process.  If you wanted to buy a Bald Head 
Island lot, you had to be prepared to buy into the Bald Head 
Island Dream.  It had nothing to do with “rights” – for ex-
ample, the right to make a buck on the Island.  In fact, it 
focused on responsibilities.  Responsibilities that, in a sense, 
called for constraint of some good old American “normal”  

individual rights in the interest of making the collective dream 
a reality.  You didn’t have to sign up! (You could buy a lot 
someplace else.)  You only had to sign up if you wanted to “buy 
into” Bald Head Island and become part of this very special 
community.  If you did sign up, however, you were honor bound 
to play by the rules that you had agreed to by virtue of your 
purchase of Bald Head Island property.  
 The “spirit” of the 1972 covenants is reflected in the 
amended covenants in force today.  They articulate elements of 
restraint and constraint that all of us must be willing to live 
with if the integrity of our island paradise is to be maintained. 
The key elements could be summarized as following: 

1. Provide for the orderly transition from significant de-
veloper control to property owner control of the is-
land. 

2. Provide a focus on conservation of the island’s natural 
environment, conservation of the Community’s tran-
quil ambiance and the introduction of man-made 
“improvements’ in a way that attempts to complement

3.  Provide for realistic mechanisms for responding to 

overwhelming property owners’ wishes, vis-à-vis the 
community’s evolution. 

4. Provide for annual property owner selection of repre-
sentatives (Bald Head Association Board of Direc-
tors) to manage owners’ legitimate day-to-day island 
interests as well as to anticipate and provide early 
identification of major property owner decisions that 
need to be made. 

5. Provide for  responsible stewardship of common ar-
eas. 

6. Provide an equitable structure of financing the man-
agement of property owner affairs and the              
response of property owner needs. 

7. Provide the “right” of collective or individual prop-
erty owner initiative in defense of the covenants 
against those who would break their agreements. 

8. Provide a base for eventual merger of Stage 1 and 
Stage 2 covenants and property owners’ associations. 

9. Our Board would add:  keeping all property own-
ers informed on issues that affect their land, 
homes, community, and the Island as a whole.   

  
 Bob Marshall continues… While on the subject of 
covenants, it is appropriate to comment on the role of the Vil-
lage Government – and a key role it is!  The existence of that 
entity and its defined role and relationship within the total gov-
ernmental structure is essential to our community in areas such 
as financing, public safety, etc. Its ability to pass and use its 
police power to enforce ordinances is much more efficient than 
seeking civil relief for violation of contractual agreements.    
Where possible, ordinances in support of covenant concepts is 
ideal, but should they differ on a specific subject, the more rig-
orous applies. 
 Unfortunately, on occasion there arises a misinformed 
simplistic, “leave it all to the Village” mentality which chooses 
to ignore a couple of fundamentals, namely: 

1.  Some things are simply not permitted in ordi-
nances, but can be defined and enforced by “agreement” i.e, 
the covenants…One example is minimizing garishness in man-
made structures.  The Village can decide where a building  can  
be sited (setbacks) and how tall it is, but it can say almost noth-
ing about how it looks. 

2.  Items deemed significant to the preservation of the 
Bald Head Island ideal, though they may be covered by ordi-
nances, should also be included in covenants for the protection 
that covenants offer to the will of all property owners subjected 
to them.   
 A significant number of the total property owner 
populace must agree before any change can be made to the 
covenants, i.e., the rules that are there by agreement…We have 
indeed been fortunate that the elected Village Council members 
have, in general, tried to be responsive to all property owner  
concerns.   
 

 Bob Marshall went on to point out that council 
members are elected by a small number of property owners, 
only about 200 or so at present.  But there are more than 
1100 property owners who are subject to Stage 1 covenants.  
More than 80 percent of them are disenfranchised in the 
context of Village government. 
 Bob cited this example to make his point.   He said it 
would take only a small number of determined voters (about 
110) to enable establishment of a trailer park on Bald Head 
Island.  They could elect, re-call, and re-elect, until they had  
a Village Council that was willing to change zoning laws to 
permit a trailer park.   The covenants are the only vehicle 
protecting the wishes of the majority of property owners. 
 They ensure that design guidelines regarding the 
size, type and placement of homes will be enforced.  They 
protect the magnificent trees that grace our maritime forest 
lots.  They guarantee that no one will build a high rise along 
the beach, an apartment complex down the street or a video 
arcade beside the golf course.  They ensure that your 
neighbor won’t paint his house purple or open a used golf 
cart shop in his front yard.  
  The Bald Head Association is the keeper of the cove-
nants and the only organization whose primary task is serv-
ing and protecting property owners in Stage I.  We take it

Village Honors Memory of Cynthia Woods Mitchell  
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Council Appoints Former Mayor  
to Planning Board

 The Village Council at its regular meeting on January 
15th appointed Larry Lammert to the Village Planning Board.  
Larry’s appointment should prove to be very beneficial to the 
Village with his knowledge and experience having served as 
the Village’s Mayor from 2003 to 2009.  The Village appreci-
ates his willingness and continued commitment in serving the 
Village and its residents.

 Cynthia Woods Mitchell, patron of the arts, impas-
sioned environmentalist and avid historical preservationist, 
died Sunday morning, December 27, 2009, surrounded by 
family at her home in The Woodlands, Texas.  She was 87.   
 On Friday, January 15, 2010, the Village of Bald 
Head Island issued a Memorial Proclamation extending sin-
cere sympathies over her passing and acknowledging her 
enormous contributions to Bald Head Island.  Mitchell do-
nated land for the Chapel and the BHI Conservancy.  She 
was also a founding member of Old Baldy Foundation.                                           
 Survivors include her husband, George Mitchell, 
and 10 children, including Kent and Mark Mitchell, develop-
ers of Bald Head Island.     
 “She was a force of nature,” the Mitchell family 
said in a prepared statement. “Our family will always re-
member the dynamic, colorful person that she was: intelli-
gent, altruistic, totally original and hilariously funny. Her 
kindnesses are remembered by people she barely knew.” 
 Reared by a single mother in Depression-era New 
York City, Mitchell embraced a wide range of causes and 
interests, ranging from the Girl Scouts to Galveston’s his-
toric preservation to Texas Children’s Hospital. 
 Mitchell’s interest in history and historic preserva-
tion manifested itself on the national level in the 1990s when 
she became a board member of the National Trust for His-
toric Preservation. The group later presented her its highest 
honor, the Crowninshield Award. 
 Mitchell was diagnosed with Alzheimer’s disease in 
2002. It was a diagnosis she met with “optimism and dig-
nity,” said family spokeswoman Dancie Ware. 
 In the wake of Mrs. Mitchell’s diagnosis, the 
Mitchell family poured resources into research to find a cure 
for the degenerative disease.  Created were the George and 
Cynthia Mitchell Center for Neurodegenerative Diseases at 
the University of Texas Medical Branch-Galveston and the 
George P. and Cynthia Mitchell Center for Research on Alz-
heimer’s Disease and Related Brain Disorders at the Univer-
sity of Texas Health Science Center in Houston. The family 
also supported research at Baylor College of Medicine. 
 The Houston Symphony will play a special concert 
celebrating the life of Cynthia Woods Mitchell April 29 at 
the Cynthia Woods Mitchell Pavilion in The Woodlands.

State Farm Drops Coverage on BHI 
 State Farm Insurance is pulling its business out 
of North Carolina's barrier islands, according to recent local 
TV and print news stories.  Beginning May 1st, policies cover-
ing homeowners on Bald Head Island will NOT be renewed.  
A spokesperson for the company said that homeowners can 
still obtain insurance through the state's Beach Plan, also 
known as "coverage of last resort" for homeowners who can't 
get coverage through private insurers.   
 New legislation that went into effect last year, how-
ever, prohibits the Beach Plan from writing policies in ex-
cess of $750,000.  The idea behind the cap on coverage was to 
limit insurance companies' exposure in the state, in the hopes 
that more companies would write policies and generate greater 
competition.      
 Homeowners with property valued at more than 
$750,000 must now seek "gap" coverage from non-admitted 
carriers, such as Lloyds of London.  For example, a home-
owner with property worth $1,000,000 must provide proof 
of insurance for the additional $250,000 in order to obtain 
coverage under the Beach Plan.  Because individual circum-
stances vary so greatly, BHI Village Attorney Doug Hannah 
advised "each respective property owner to contact its insur-
ance company, secure excess coverage, and provide confirma-
tion ... to the NC Joint Underwriting Association."

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 With the recent merger of the Fire/Rescue and Police 
Departments into one all-encompassing Department of Public 
Safety, there have also been significant changes in personnel.  
For that reason, we thought it would be a good time to intro-
duce you to your Department of Public Safety officers.  This 
month, meet SHIFT D.   
  Adam Green:   I was born in Michigan and 
graduated high school in 1993. Enlisted in the Marine Corps and 
was trained as a Combat Engineer where I worked in construc-
tion/demolition, explosives and explosive devices. I spent two 
years in Okinawa, Japan and finished my enlistment in Twenty-
nine Palms, CA. I moved to Kansas City and was hired at a com-
munications company and worked as a field manager splicing, 
testing and repairing fiber optic cable throughout 27 states.  I 
moved to North Carolina and was hired at the Bald Head Island 
PD where I have been since 2004. I have met a lot of great people 
here and enjoy working on the island.  I am married to my wife 
Jennifer and have 3 kids 1-7 years old Jack, Adria, and Ainsley. 
 Grady Sillings:   Grady Sillings rejoined Bald Head 
Island Department of Public Safety in August of 2009.  In 1986, 
after serving ten years active duty with the U. S. Coast Guard, 
Sillings came to work with Bald Head Island Limited as a Secu-
rity Officer.  This position included being a fire fighter and Emer-
gency Medical Technician as well as security for the island.  
When the Village of Bald Head Island was established Sillings 
became one of the original four Public Safety Officers.  In Octo-
ber 1987, he left the Island taking a job with Military Ocean Ter-
minal Sunny Point Fire Department as a federal firefighter.  Over 
twenty-one years later, Sillings retired as a Captain from Sunny 
Point.  In 1998 Sillings retired from the Coast Guard Reserves as 
a Chief Boatswain Mate (E-7).  He had been stationed at USCG 
Station Oak Island for over 16 years. 
  While at Sunny Point, Sillings continued his law en-
forcement career as a part-time officer.   He was with Brunswick 
County Sheriff’s Department, the Southport Police Department 
and the Boiling Spring Lakes Police Department.  During this 
time (over the twenty-three years) he has owned and worked two 
police K-9’s.  His first was K-9 Rocko with the sheriff’s depart-
ment, and lastly K-9 Taz with Boiling Spring Lakes Police depart-
ment.

held that position until my promotion to Captain with the 
newly-formed Bald Head Island Department of Public 
Safety.       
 I am married to Ashley and we have two sons, 
Luke and Landyn.   
 Jeff Sypole:  I am originally from Boston, Massa-
chusetts but grew up in Winston-Salem, NC.  I began my 
career as a junior firefighter before becoming a volunteer.  
In 1999 I enlisted in the Marine Corps where I was trained 
in Crash Fire Rescue at the Lewis F. Garland Fire Acad-
emy in San Angelo, TX.  I was stationed at Marine Corps 
Air Station Miramar in San Diego before being trained as a 
shipboard firefighter and deploying on the USS Bon-
homme Richard to Afghanistan.  Upon completion of my 
deployment I left for Iwakuni Japan where I trained with 
the military police, rotating one month as an auxiliary MP 
and one month as a firefighter.  After leaving active duty I 
obtained my degree in Emergency Medical Science.  I 
worked as both a rule paramedic and an inter-city medic 
before arriving at Bald Head Island. 

 On January 13, 2010, at approximately 10:25 pm, your 
Department of Public Safety was dispatched to a fire alarm acti-
vation on Coquina Trail.  The home was unoccupied and fortu-
nately had a monitored fire alarm system, which activated ap-
propriately and initiated a 911 response.  The public safety per-
sonnel arrived on the scene within 5 minutes of being dis-
patched.  A survey of the scene revealed visible smoke through 
the windows and staff immediately upgraded the call to a work-
ing structure fire event and requested our mutual aid fire depart-
ments to be placed on stand-by.  Paid staff and volunteers alike 
quickly deployed fire hose,  donned air packs and then entered 
the home and extinguished the fire.  The fire was apparently 
caused from an electrical issue with the air handler. The fire 
had been smoldering for some time, as the floor joists were 
burned and the fire had breached the adjacent wall.  Had it not 
been for a properly working monitored fire alarm system this 
would have turned into a fully involved house fire.  The fire 
damage was isolated and minimal water damage occurred dur-
ing suppression activities.   
 Public education points to take away from this incident 
include: 

1.    The five on-duty paid staff and dedicated volunteer   
island-residents of your Department of Public Safety 
do a fantastic job! 

2.     Be sure your fire/smoke alarm system is monitored 
(“monitored” means a company receives real-time 
information from your system and in turn can alert 
911.  This is especially important if you are asleep or 
not at home).

3.    Contact our department to purchase a Knox Box for 

your home.  These small secure vaults allow for ac-
cess into your home during an emergency.  This pre-
vents damage to your doors or windows during false 
fire alarm activations or medical emergencies in

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 On Wednesday, December 30th, the island organi-
zations once again came together for a wonderful cause.  In 
memory of Ann Pickering, a bench was created by a local 
artist at the request of 200 Steel, a company in High Point 
that Ann had worked for. The bench was created from old 
river wood and driftwood, including cypress, live oak and 
red cedar; some of the wood used had been previously col-
lected from BHI's beaches making it that much more spe-
cial.   The bench, weighing nearly 200 pounds, had to be 

transported about 1/4 of the way into the Creek Trail (north 
side of maritime forest), to be placed atop a beautiful over-
look with views of the marsh, Bald Head Creek and Middle 

Island.  The Village of BHI's Public Works and Public 
Safety Departments were an extraordinary help in assisting 
the Conservancy and Ann's family & friends with maneu-
vering the bench into the forest and the BHI Club was kind 
enough to deliver the bench to us from the mainland. The 
Conservancy plans to offer a hike into the forest to see the 
bench and remember our dear friend Ann this upcoming 

spring.  Stay tuned for details on that event.  
 

Water Quality 
 The hydrogeological (aquifer) study has begun its second 
and final year.  The objectives of this study are to characterize the 
freshwater resources of BHI (quality, quantity and flow patterns), 
develop a monitoring protocol and use this protocol to continu-
ously measure water quality throughout the island in an effort to 
minimize negative effects of population growth on water resources.   
To date, two well pump tests (May and October 2009) and four 
well sampling events (June, July, October 2009 and January 2010) 
along with extensive subsurface sediment sampling (i.e. coring) 
have been conducted.  Susan Simons (UNCW statistics depart-
ment) has completed her analysis of the initial data and sent con-
clusions to Conservancy staff for review.  Additional well pump 
tests and sampling events are scheduled for the spring.  During the 
summer, these data sets will be used to construct models depicting 
the BHI aquifer.  A final report is due to the Village of Bald Head 
Island in the fall.  The hydrogeological study protocol will become 
part of the long-term monitoring project which includes beach, 
dunes, forest and marsh habitats. 

 Additional Conservation Efforts/Studies 
 Funding proposals were submitted to the BHI Village 
Council for consideration at their annual retreat held in late Janu-
ary.  These proposals included deer management, Beach Vitex con-
trol and a maritime forest study. 
  Leigh Anne Harden of UNC Wilmington will conclude 
her diamondback terrapin study in 2010.  Bill Cleary of UNC Wil-
mington in conjunction with Conservancy staff is planning to begin 
a geological study in the spring.
